Passes may only be picked up by a parent 
or guardian at the Metro Bus Transit 
Center, downtown St. Cloud. 
Failure to follow the bus rules may  
also result in denial of riding privileges.  
Rules are posted in the buses, online  
and at the Transit Center. A lost pass  
will be replaced once at a cost of $5. 

Be ready.1.	  Stand at the bus stop at least  
five minutes early and have your pass in your 
hand. One pass per rider — no sharing. 

Be safe.2.	  While waiting for the bus, stand at a safe 
distance from the street and avoid activities that 
could cause injury. On the bus keep all body parts 
inside the bus windows and sit properly in the 
bus seat. If no seat is available, use the handrail 
while standing. When you get off the bus,  wait 
for the bus to drive away before crossing the 
street. Look all ways before crossing the street. 
Never cross in front of the bus. 

Be courteous. 3.	 Repect the driver and other 
passengers. Speak quietly. Let passengers  
exit the bus before your board.

Be clean.4.	  No eating. No littering.  
Use beverage containers with screw tight lids. 
Keep your feet off the seats.
